Teaching objectives:

Teaching procedures:

Step 1 Lead-in

Step 2 Fast reading 
Students read the passage quickly and underline the topic sentences in each paragraph.
Students check the best title for this website article.
Step 3 Careful reading
Read the first and second paragraph and fill in the blanks.

Step 6 After reading

2. Students think about other animals which are in danger in China.
Step 7 Group work: mind map
1. Students finish the mind map by themselves first.
2. Then share the answers with other group members to make sure you complete the whole mind map.
Step 8 Summary 

Invite students to summarize what they have learnt in the class.
Step 9 Animal protection 
    Summon all the students to protect all the animals in our life.
Step 10 Homework 
Imagine you have a pen pal in America, write a short passage to your pen pal according to the mind map.
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
